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Abstract: This study established baseline success, retention, and persistence rates for the pre-collegiate courses in Math, English, and ESL.  Success rates in these courses varied from 57-61% in Math, 71-72% in English, and 65-85% in ESL, with retention rates varying from 79% to 95%. Quarter-to-quarter persistence rates varied from 30% in Math to 42% in English and 47% in ESL.  Relationships between ethnicity and persistence/success in the pre-collegiate courses are also explored.

Methodology: Data was extracted from an IR&P validated enrollment file providing course success by student ID from Summer 1996 to Summer 2002.  Course success was defined as receiving an A, B, C, or P in a given course, while non-success was defined as receiving a course grade of D, F, NP, I, or W.  Retention is defined by successful grades as well as grades of D, F, NP, or I, while non-retention was defined as a course grade of W.  Persistence rates represent the percentage of students who took any pre-collegiate course in the relevant department in Fall or Winter Quarter of 1996-1997 through 2001-2002, and then also took a course (pre-collegiate or collegiate) from that department in the subsequent quarter.

For English, the two pre-collegiate courses were English 100 (Pre-Collegiate Reading) and English 110 (Pre-Collegiate Writing).  In Math, the pre-collegiate courses were Math 200 (Structure of Arithmetic), Math 101 (Elementary Algebra), and Math 105 (Intermediate Algebra).  In ESL, the pre-collegiate levels were ESL 136 (Basic Grammar), ESL 137 (Basic Reading/Writing), ESL 146 (Intermediate Grammar). ESL 147 (Intermediate Reading), ESL 156 (High-Intermediate Grammar), ESL 157 (High-Intermediate Reading), ESL 166 (Advanced Grammar), ESL 167 (Advanced Reading), and ESL 025 (Composition and Reading).

Results/Discussion: Table 1 displays the success, retention, and withdrawal rates for the pre-collegiate courses in Math, English, and ESL for 1996-97 through 2001-2002.  Note that students may be duplicated, as these figures are based on course enrollments.  Success rates vary from 57%-61% for Math, 71-72% for English, and 65-85% for ESL.  It is interesting to note the strong relationship between success rates and level of the pre-collegiate ESL courses – the 130-level courses and ESL 146 have success rates around 65%, ESL 147 and ESL 156 are near 77%, ESL 157, 166 and 167 are near 84%.

Retention rates vary between 79-81% for Math, 84% for English, and 85-95% for ESL.  The high withdrawal rates in Math 200 (19%), Math 101 (21%), Math 105 (21%), English 100 (16%), English 110 (16%), and ESL 147 (22%) are of specific concern.

Persistence rates from Fall/Winter quarter and Winter/Spring quarter varied by department – 30% for Math, 43% for English, and 47% for ESL.  That is, only 30% of those students who took a pre-collegiate Math course in Fall Quarter or Winter Quarter took another Math course (pre-collegiate or collegiate) in the subsequent Winter or Spring quarter.  Thus, 70% of these students can be considered to “drop out” of the sequence in the next quarter.  Some of them do pick the sequence back up in subsequent quarters, but this number is relatively high.

Table 2 breaks down the success rates for all pre-collegiate courses in the three subjects by ethnic group, and exhibits some striking difference between the groups.  In Math, the Asian students have a success rate of 73%, well over the overall average of 59%.  The African-American students have the lowest success rate, at 44%, with Hispanic students also relatively low at 49%.  In English, the African-American (57%) and Hispanic (65%) students have lower rates of success than the overall average of 72%. In ESL, there is a marked difference in success rates between the Asian (85%) and Hispanic (65%) students.  White students tend to be slightly above the overall averages in success in all three subjects.

It should be noted that a large percentage (about 20% overall) of students choose “Unrecorded” and/or “Other” as their ethnicity.  It has been hypothesized that a substantial portion of these students are multi-racial and/or do not clearly identify themselves with a single ethnic category.

Table 3 separates the quarter-to-quarter persistence rates in pre-collegiate courses in the three subjects by ethnic group.  As with success, the persistence of African-American and Hispanic students is of specific concern, as they are at lower levels in both Math and English than the overall averages (22% vs 30% for African-Americans in Math, 27% vs 43% for African Americans in English, 27% vs 30% for Hispanics in Math, 36% vs 44% for Hispanics in English).

Summary Statement: This study established historical baselines for success, retention, and persistence in pre-collegiate Math, English, and ESL courses.  In addition, strong relationships between ethnic group membership and differential success and persistence rates were noted.
